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Introduction

International Nurses Day is celebrated every year 
worldwide on 12th May, the birth anniversary 
of Florence Nightingale to commemorate her 
selfless service and significant contributions 
towards public health, hospital designing, 
social reforms towards improving health care, 
statistics and formalization of nursing education 
incorporating the science of nursing. In view of 
her contributions to society, health care and 
nursing, Florence Nightingale is acknowledged 
and revered as the pioneer of modern nursing.

Florence Nightingale belonging to a wealthy 
British family was an intelligent child and her 
father provided her with classical education 
including studies in chemistry, mathematics, 
and statistics, German, French and Italian. 
From a very young age, she was active in 
philanthropy, ministering to ill and poor people 
in the neighboring village. By 16 years of age, 
it was clear to her that nursing was her calling 
and she believed it to be her divine purpose. A 
young lady of their social structure will not take 
up nursing, but she recognized that only with 
knowledge and skill, could she help improve 

public health. Showing great courage and 
determination, she followed her calling and 
got trained as a nurse from Germany.

Florence Nightingale’s service as a nurse/
Crimean war

In the early 1850s, Nightingale returned 
to London and took a nursing job in a 
Middlesex hospital for ailing governesses. Her 
performance impressed the employer and she 
was promoted as nursing superintendent within 
a year. She successfully displayed her skills as 
an administrator by improving nursing care, 
working conditions & efficiency of the hospital.

During the Crimean war, the then secretary of 
war from British government wrote to her to 
organize a corps of nurses to tend to the sick 
and wounded soldiers in Crimea. Nightingale 
quickly assembled a team of 34 nurses from a 
variety of religious orders and sailed with them 
to Crimea. On her arrival at Scutari, the British 
base hospital, she discovered the poor sanitary 
conditions of the hospital, lack of basic supplies, 
overcrowding and more soldiers dying from 
infectious diseases like cholera and typhoid.

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She and her nurses took over the running of the 
hospital. The wards were cleaned, standards of 
care were established, and adequate food was 
provided alongside meeting their psychological 
needs. In evenings, she moved through dark 
hallways carrying a lamp while making her 
rounds, ministering to patient after patient. 
The soldiers comforted by her compassion 
called her ‘Lady with the Lamp’. Her work 
reduced hospital’s death rate by two thirds. 
Besides improving the sanitary conditions of 
the hospital, she created a number of patient 
services such as kitchen, laundry, library and 
classroom that have directly and indirectly 
contributed to the quality of care. After she 
returned from Crimea, she raised funds with 
which, she had established a school of nursing 
at St. Thomas hospital in London. She dedicated 
her later years to teaching and standardizing 
nursing profession. She was also involved in 
training nurses for employment in workhouses.

Nightingale’s influence on Nursing
(Social reformer, Visionary leader and advocate)

She was a social reformer. She was a visionary 
leader and saw the big picture and went outside 
the system to enact change. She wrote notes 
on matters affecting health, efficiency, hospital 
administration of British army and proposing 
reforms for other military hospitals operating 
under poor conditions. To spread her opinions 
on reforms, she published two books, Notes on 
Hospitals and Notes on Nursing.

Her voice was strong and served as an effective 
advocate on a number of important health 
issues, through her contacts in the government. 
She influenced public policy and achieved 
positive health care reforms. As a passionate 
statistician, she conducted extensive research 
and analysis and published over 200 reports 
on hygiene, hospital administration and design, 
and midwifery and health care for the poor. 
She was a pioneer in statistical graphics and 
is credited with developing a form of pie 

chart now known as the polar area diagram 
equivalent to a modern circular histogram. 
Nightingale personified many of the important 
ideas that are crucial to nursing today namely 
values, vision and voice. Her strong values 
influenced her work through out her life. Her 
vision completely changed society’s approach 
to nursing. She understood the valuable 
contribution nurses could make in health care.

Her influence continues!!

Later Life

Nightingale was seriously ill, most of her 
later life after contracting Crimean fever. Yet 
she remained professionally active. Residing 
in Mayfair, she remained an authority and 
advocate of health care reform interviewing 
politicians and welcoming distinguished 
visitors. She served as an authority on public 
sanitation issues in India for both military and 
civilians, although she had never visited India 
herself. Despite poor health, which left her an 
invalid, she worked tirelessly until her death 
at 90.

Honors, appreciation and legacy

Nightingale had received several honors and 
appreciation for the common soldier’s savior, 
ideological leader of nursing reform and a 
pioneering social reformer. She was conferred 
the merit of honor by King Edward and the 
freedom of the city of London in 1908. She 
also received German order of the Cross of 
Merit and the French Gold medal of Secours 
aux Blesses Militaries. In 1859, she was elected 
the first woman member of the Royal Statistical 
Society and later became an honorary member 
of the American Statistical Association

History of International Nurses Day

The Nurses Day was first proposed and 
proclaimed by Dorothy Sutherland, an official 
in the U.S. Department of Health, Education 
and Welfare in the year 1953. It was only since 
1965, the International Council of Nurses (ICN) 
commemorated Nurses Day. It was in 1974, 
12th May was chosen by ICN for the celebration 
of International Nurses Day, as it was the 
birth anniversary of Florence Nightingale. On 
this occasion, ICN prepares and distributes 
educational and public information kit for use 
throughout the year by nurses everywhere.

Nurses and Healthcare

Nursing has a pivotal role to address the 
multiple health challenges and respond to 
the health needs of individuals, communities 
and world. According to the scope of practice, 
nurses provide appropriate, accessible and 
evidence based care. With a core role as 
patient advocate, their scientific reasoning 
skills, numbers and spectrum of care across the 
continuum, nurses are ideally placed to lead and 
inform health services decision making policy 
development. Being closest to patients, nurses 
can bring their voice to policy table. ICN as a 
global voice of Nursing speaks up and speaks 
out. Since 2017, ICN has been challenging 
nurses worldwide to become a voice to lead 
since nurses being at the forefront of health 
care delivery has great potential to impact the 
achievement of health for all.

Theme for International Nurses Day 2024

Each year a theme is chosen by ICN – a 
federation of more than 130 national nursing 
associations around the world, representing 
the over 28 million nurses working worldwide. 
The theme for International Nurses Day 2024 
is “Our Nurses. Our Future. The economic 

power of care”. The theme emphasizes the 
value and impact of nurses’ economic power 
on the healthcare system of every country. 
The ICN president Dr Cipriano states “Despite 
being the backbone of healthcare, nursing 
often faces financial constraints and societal 
undervaluation. The theme was chosen with the 
aim to reshape perceptions and demonstrate 
how strategic investment in nursing can bring 
considerable economic and societal benefits”. 
Time and again we have seen budgetary 
restrictions in healthcare, particularly at 
the expense of nursing services and this 
underemphasizes the economic value of 
nursing’s contribution to healthcare and society.

This International Nurses Day report (IND) 
reveals the economic power of nursing, 
presenting an in-depth analysis of how 
elevating the nursing profession can catalyse 
transformative improvements in health care 
delivery, economic development, peace and 
societal well-being. Research has revealed that 
investments that increase the productivity of 
the health workforce result in: 1. Good health,  
2. Economic growth, 3. Job creation, and 
4. Productive gains in other sectors.

ICN’s call to action for global health leaders 
and policymakers

•	 Empower nurses: Support comprehensive 
policies that allow nurses to practice to 
the full extent of their education and 
training. Encourage further development of 
leadership roles and participation in policy 
development.

•	 Invest in education and workforce develop-
ment: Increase funding for nursing education 
and create more opportunities for career 
advancement within the nursing profession.

•	 Enhance working conditions: Implement 
measures to improve the work environment 
for nurses, including adequate staffing 
levels, access to resources, safe work 
environments and support for mental health 
and well-being.

Drawing from lessons learned from COVID-19 
pandemic, conflicts and climate crisis around 
the world, it is time to advocate for a shift in 
perspective and policy.

World Health Organization

WHO’s landmark announcement that 2020 as 
the International Year of the Nurse and Midwife 
provided an important opportunity to advocate 
to strengthen midwives and the midwifery 
profession. The COVID-19 pandemic has made 
it incredibly timely to recognize nurses and 
midwives and their crucial contributions to 
health systems that protect everyone. Tragically, 
the pandemic has also put nurses, midwives 
and other health professionals at extra risk and 
has claimed many lives of nurses. Recognizing 
the nurses’ contributions and their selfless 
service especially during pandemic continued 
as part of celebrating International year of 
Nurse and Midwife 2020 into the year 2021, 
which was announced as year of health care  
and workers.

SoWN Report, 2020, State of the World’s 
Midwifery (SoWMy) Report, 2021 and 
Global Strategic Directions for Nursing and 
Midwifery (SDNM), 2021, Recover to rebuild, 
2023

In 2020, the year of Nurses and Midwives 2020, 
key events included the WHO publication 

of the first ever State of the World’s Nursing 
Report, which provided a detailed snapshot 
of the nursing workforce globally. The SoWN 
report included data from over 190 countries 
and revealed clear findings about the nursing 
workforce and Universal Health Coverage (UHC). 
The evidence brought in is important to support 
countries to make the maximum use of their 
current health workforce and forecast needs for 
a health workforce that can meet future health 
challenges. The SOWN report (WHO, 2020a) 
called for a huge expansion in investment in 
nursing leadership at all levels, especially at 
the most strategic levels in governments and 
departments of health.

SoWMy report 2021 highlighted the evidence 
that midwives can save lives, improves health 
and strengthens health system. Investment in 
midwives save up to 4.3 million lives every year 
averting 67% maternal deaths, 64% neonatal 
deaths, and 65% still births. Midwives could 
provide up to 90% of essential SRMNC & A 
health care across the life span. Investment 
in midwives leads to healthier families, more 
productive communities and more robust 
health systems. Midwives well educated, trained 
and regulated could achieve their full life saving, 
health improving and system strengthening 
potential.

In 2021, WHO issued its Global strategic 
directions for nursing and midwifery (SDNM) 
2021-2025 which presents evidence-based 
practices and an interrelated set of policy 
priorities that can help countries to ensure that 
midwives and nurses optimally contribute to 
achieving universal health coverage and other 
population health goals.

as a whole. It concludes that unless there are 
sufficient number of nurses who are well-
motivated, educated and supported, the 
global health system will not be rebuilt. What 
is needed are co-ordinated policy responses, 
both within countries and internationally, that 
will protect and support the global nursing 
workforce in their vital roles in rebuilding 
health systems that were damaged by  
the pandemic.

Recent Initiatives by MoH&FW, GoI and 
Indian Nursing Council

GoI has responded significantly to the 
recommendations of the above reports and 
has taken major steps to implement those 
recommendations. The recent initiatives 
taken by MoH&FW, GoI such as inclusion 
of B.Sc. nurses as midlevel health workers 
(MLHP)/Community Health Officers (CHO) and 
employment of CHOs to function at 1,50,000 
health & wellness centres are commendable. 
To enable this, Indian Nursing Council has 
revised B.Sc. Nursing Curriculum by integration 
of the functions of health and wellness centres, 
CHO’s roles & responsibilities that reflect 
the greater involvement of nurses towards 
primary health care aiming to achieve UHC 
and SDGs and also developed curriculum for 
Nurse Practitioner in Midwifery (NPM) educator 
and NPM endorsed by MoH&FW. The Indian 
Nurses Live Register, and National Nursing 
and Midwifery Commission that is likely to 
transition Indian Nursing Councial are hoped 
to enhance improving and regulating standards 
in nursing. The ICN’s Leadership for Change 
(LFC™) program was brought to India by 
Indian Nursing Councial and 42 leaders were 
trained from both public and private sector, 
by ICN facilitator, as master trainers across 
Indian states to strengthen their leadership 
skills so that they can change and improve 
public health planning and healthcare delivery  
in India.

The key decisions to strengthen midwifery 
services in India through the ‘Midwifery 
services initiatives’ in 2018 by MoH&FW, GoI 
were followed up. A new cadre of midwives 
titled “Nurse Practitioner Midwife” (NPM) to 
be employed in MLCUs at high case load 
health facilities was made and 86000 NPMs are 
sanctioned. The curriculum for NPM educator 
and NPMs as per international standards and 
ICM competencies were developed by INC 
endorsed by MOH&FW. The programs have 
been launched and in progress with support 
of many funding partners. Midwife led care 
units (MLCUs) have been established in many 
States and operationalizing and scaling up 
training and placement of NPMs in MLCUs are 
in progress. The Scope of practice document 
for NPMs was prepared by MoH&FW and INC 
which is the first legal document for NPMs to 
practice in MLCUs.

To address the shortage of nursing workforce, 
GoI has announced in the interim budget 2024, 
establishment of 157 Government Nursing 
Colleges with an intake of 100 students per 
college, thereby adding a total of 15,700 B.Sc. 
(Nursing) seats in public sector. MoH&FW has 
taken policy initiatives to train more nurse 
practitioner in various specialty programs and 
Indian Nursing Council has prepared ten Nurse 
practitioner programs, which will soon be 
gazetted for establishment of these programs 
in INC approved institutions.

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National Florence Nightingale Award was 
instituted as a mark of recognition for the 
meritorious services of nurses, since 1973 
onwards by Ministry of Health & Family Welfare, 
Government of India. The total number of 
nurses decorated with the award including 
those being awarded for the current years 
(2024) is 629.

Award Details

1.	 Earlier, National Florence Nightingale 
Award carried a medal, a certificate, 
a citation and also a cash award of  
Rs. 50,000/-. The cash award has been 
revised/increased from Rs. 50,000/- to  
Rs. 1,00,000/- w.e.f. NFNA-2024.

2.	 One award is earmarked for Defence 
Services subject to the availability of 
nursing personnel with meritorious 
services. The award is given to outstanding 
nursing personnel employed in Central/
State/UTs, Non-Government and Voluntary 
Organizations.

Categorization of Award

The various categories of awards and the 
number of awards given in each category are 
as under:-

1.	 Registered Auxiliary Nurse & Midwife 
(ANM) – 05

2.	 Registered Lady Health Visitors (LHV) – 01
